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Testing Out Procedure:

The Stanford Diagnostic Reading Test will be the assessment for testing out of the Reading Comprehension and Vocabulary portion of the course.  Students scoring in at least the 90th percentile will qualify to take tests in the Fallacies and Critical Reading Strategies portions of the course.  Students scoring in at least the 90th percentile on each of these three tests will receive full credit for the course and will receive credit for the Reading, Listening, and Viewing Complex Information graduation standard.

Areas of Study

I.  Choice Reading 

Students will choose two books for the quarter at an appropriate reading level as determined by the Stanford Diagnostic Reading Test and the S.T.A.R. computerized reading test.   One book will be due at midterm.  Students will complete a reading journal and book evaluation projects.
