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Here’s a project that should help us better visualize an important element in Tennessee Williams’ A Streetcar Named Desire.  

· Create a work of visual art made out of removable pieces
(sculpture, collage, 3-D structure, painting, photos)

· This work should take the physical form/shape of a woman, and its components should represent various characteristics of womanhood (e.g. perseverance, strength, loving, nurturing, creativity)

· Include a 1½-2 page typed explanation discussing which components represent which traits and why you feel they represent those traits well  (e.g. “The woman’s head is made out of a montage of weightlifting dumb-bells, suggesting her mental strength.  This equipment requires extensive practice, repetition and pain before strength emerges. I included several pieces of the equipment to suggest repetition.  It highlights the reality that a woman’s mental strength typically results from some pain, as well.”)

· We’ll use this work of yours as we read Williams’ drama and it will be worth 50 points.  (Presentation matters & excellent work is expected)
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
